PRIMARY RESPONSIBLITIES

The Environmental Technologist, provide technical advice to clients as required.  This will include the development of Terms of Reference for projects, assessing consultant proposals, meeting with clients, consultants and funding agencies, reviewing reports and other related duties.

Provide assistance to the Senior Environmental Scientist located in our Toronto office as directed by the Branch Manager.

Research and develop an understanding of the environmental issues that are common to many First Nations.  

Work with clients and funding agencies to develop systems and protocols to deal with these issues.

Provide advice to Senior Management and other technical staff on environmental issues and policy as requested.

Assist the Senior Environmental Officer in the Toronto Service center on developing policies on environmental issues for OFNTSC.

Work with clients to assess their capacity to deal with environmental issues.  Develop environmental training programs as needed to develop capacity.  It is important to utilize the wide range of talents and capacity already available at Tribal Councils and First Nations by ensuring that First Nations consultants and communities are key players in the development of the training.

Serve on technical advisory committees as required.

Negotiate with all potential partners to seek funding to develop and deliver training and capacity development programs.

Maintain a good network of contacts amongst the diverse client base of OFNTSC, and advocate for improvements to the health and environment of First Nations people. 

OTHER RESPONSIBITLITIES

Become familiar with all Environment Canada, INAC and Provincial/Federal Programs.

Develop workshops/information sessions on environmental programs.

Be familiar with the political structure in Ontario.

Develop evaluation methodology for First Nations environmental programs.

BASIC REQUIREMENTS

Post-Secondary degree in environmental science or engineering or 5 – 10 years experience as an Environmental Technologist or Scientist.

5 – 10 years of experience in the Environmental/Engineering consulting field (writing/evaluating reports, environmental audits).

Must have an excellent understanding of environmental issues related to site assessment and remediation; solid waste management; environmental emergencies and spill response; hazardous wastes; environmental management systems; and environmental audits.

Must have good project management skills.

Ability to use computers for word processing, spreadsheets, and other programs.

Preference given to First Nations persons.

Strong analytical, evaluation and assessment skills.

Must be self motivated with extremely good communication skills.

Possess a valid Ontario Drivers License and be willing to travel.

FIRST NATION AWARENESS
The position indicates a requirement for good knowledge of First Nation’s cultures as well as good knowledge of government organization. The incumbent will require a deep understanding of the client group aspirations, socio-economic needs, social environment, history, values, attitudes and expectations in order to provide service.  The ability to effectively communicate with the clients is required. The incumbent will be required to exercise judgement and adaptability to maintain credibility and display empathy and understanding of the particular First Nations in accordance with the OFNTSC Mandate.
