RENTAL AGREEMENT

Rental Agreement made as of this _____ day of __________________________.

As represented by its duly instituted Band Council





(Hereinafter referred to as the “First Nation”)
AND _________________________________
(Hereinafter referred to as the “Tenant”)
WHEREAS:

1. The First Nation has the authority to administer its own First Nation Rental Housing Program.

2. The First Nation has lawful possession of the premises hereinafter described.

3. The First Nation has agreed that the Tenant may occupy the premises on the Terms and Conditions hereinafter set out.

WITNESSETH THAT for and in consideration for the premises and the mutual covenants and agreements hereinafter contained, the Parties agree as follows:

1. PREMISES 

The First Nation leases to the Tenant for use and occupation as a residential dwelling all those certain Premises more particularly known and described as:

(Hereinafter referred to as the “Premises”)

2. DURATION

This Agreement shall commence on the _____ day of ____________________through to _____ day of _____________________.
The Tenant shall have the right to terminate this Agreement upon two (2) month’s Written Notice given to the First Nation or the First Nation may terminate this Agreement by giving one month’s notice to the Tenant.

3. RENT
a. The Tenant shall pay to the Fist Nation the rent in the sum of __________ dollars per month payable on the first day of each month at the Band Administration Office or at such other place as the First Nation may hereinafter from time to time direct.  Payment will be made in cash or by cheque made payable to ____________________ First Nation.

b. The rent may be adjusted annually or in accordance with policies set forth by Band Council for a period of no less than twelve (12) months, by the First Nation in accordance with other Guidelines and when adjusted, rent will become the rent due and payable.

c. Prior to signing of rental agreement, the Tenant shall provide the rents for the first and last months, made payable to ________________________________________.

4. TENANT’S/COVENANTS
a. To pay rent by the dates specified.

b. To keep the premises in repair, damage by fire, tempest or other act of God excepted.

c. To pay heating, telephone, service fees and hydro charges and/or any other personal utility services.

d. The Tenant shall not assign or sub-let the Premises without permission in writing from the First Nation.

e. The Tenant will indemnify and save the First Nation harmless for all liabilities, fine, suits and claims of any kind for which the First Nation may be liable or suffer by reason of the Tenant’s occupancy of the Premises.

f. The Tenant will not do or omit to do something which may render void or voidable and policy of insurance on the Premises.

g. The Tenant will abide by the rules, regulations and by-laws made by the First Nation.

h. The Tenant will take good care of the premises and keep the Premises in a clean condition.

i. The Tenants hereby acknowledge that the premises will only be resided in by his/her dependents, which are as follows:

j. The Tenant agrees that no other person(s) will be allowed to reside in the rented premises, other than those named in 4(I) without the written approval of the First Nation.  Any discovery of such person(s) shall be deemed a violation of this lease agreement and therefore subject to eviction procedures.
k. Repairs – Tenant’s Responsibility

Decorating, such as painting and minor repairs are the responsibility of the tenant.  Inspections, at least once a year, will be carried out and repairs required listed.  The landlord will bear the cost of repairs deemed to be the landlord’s responsibility.  Repairs deemed to be the Tenant’s responsibility will be directed to the Tenant to carry out.  Failure of the Tenant to carry out the repair, within a reasonable time, will result in the landlord doing so and charging the cost to the Tenant.  Failure of the Tenant to remit payment for the repairs is a breach of the lease agreement.  Disagreements between the landlord and Tenant’s responsibility for repairs will be taken to the Housing Committee for recommendation which Chief and Council will make a final decision on.

5. FIRST NATION’S COVENANTS

a. The First Nation will ensure the Premises against damage caused by fire.

b. The First Nation grants the Tenant quiet enjoyment of the Premises.

c. Repairs – First Nation’s Responsibility

The First Nation, as stipulated in this agreement, is to keep the premises in a good state of repair and fit for habitation.  Repairs that are regarded as the First Nation’s responsibility are those having to do with the structure, whether deemed to be major or minor, heating electrical, water or a major deficiency not attributed to or caused willfully or negligently, by the Tenant(s) or guest(s).  Which if not corrected makes the premises unfit for habitation.  The Tenant must give the First Nation reasonable notice and time to rectify the problem and the withholding of rent until repairs are corrected will not be accepted as justification for non-payment of rent.  In addition, there is no justification for the non-payment of rent for minor deficiencies.

6. DEFAULT

If the Tenant:

a. Fails to pay rent, the tenant will be sent a first notice indicating that they are in default of their rental agreement;

b. Failure to make payment within thirty (30) days after the first notice, a second notice will be sent demanding payment of rent and an interview to make arrangements for arrears;

c. Failure to make payment within thirty (30) days after the second notice, an eviction notice will be sent to the tenant, the First Nation may declare the tenancy ended.  Thereupon the tenancy and the Tenant’s rights here under shall absolutely cease.  Without re-entry or any other act or legal proceedings and the First Nation or it’s agent may re-enter the Premises or any part of it and thereafter have, possess and enjoy it as if this Agreement had not been made.

OR

d. Fails to perform or observe any of his covenants or does anything contrary to the Terms of this agreement, the First Nation may declare the tenancy ended.  Thereupon the tenancy and the Tenant’s rights hereunder shall absolutely cease.  Without re-entry or any other act or legal proceedings and the First Nation or it’s agent may re-enter the Premises or any part of it, and thereafter have, possess and enjoy it as if this Agreement had not been made.
