OFNTSC has developed a new solid waste training course for First Nations in Ontario in conjunction with the Solid Waste Association of North America (SWANA). The involvement of SWANA provides participants with industry recognized training and further opportunities for industry certification.

The course has been designed for landfill operators and those responsible for managing landfill operations in First Nations. As such the focus of this course is on natural attenuation landfills, best management practices, and strategies that are realistic given the extremely limited O&M budgets for most First Nations solid waste management programs. This course will provide participants with training on:

· Landfill Basics:  natural attenuation landfills, leachate, landfill gas; equipment safety, care & maintenance; operational limitations; litter control; waste screening; cell construction & compaction; gate operations; groundwater monitoring

· Operations:  determine if your landfill is really efficient; understand the best landfill management practices; tools that will help maximize your landfill’s airspace; cost controls

· Health & Safety:  what should landfill employees know; basics essential to employee and user safety; general landfill health and safety issues; issues related to specific landfill activities; provincial and federal regulatory issues

· Waste Reduction & Diversion Strategies:  moving to integrated solid waste management; techniques to measure what you are generating; effective community based reduction strategies; operations “on a shoe string” budget

· Legislation & Standards: overview of federal and provincial standards and legislation

· Funding: resources available to First Nations
The course will also include two site visits, one to a First Nations landfill and the other to a large integrated municipal facility.

The May training dates represent the first pilot of the course with training being directed to southern First Nations. Future training sessions are being planned for the north later in 2009-10 (funding dependent). The course development and pilot offering has been made possible by funding from INAC Ontario Region.
