RENTAL AGREEMENT

This Agreement made this ____ day of ____________________.
BETWEEN:

The Council of (First Nation)

(Hereinafter called the "Council")

AND _______Applicant name(s)_____________ 

(Hereinafter called the "Rentee")
WHEREAS, The Rentee has applied to use and occupy a part of the (First Nation), described as:
(First Nation) Rental Unit # _____Lot # ___________
AND WHEREAS, the (First Nation), for whose use and benefit the said Territory has been set apart, has approved the "Rentee’s" application.
1. That the Agreement shall be for a period of one (1) year commencing __(Date)__ and ending __(Date) ___. Further, this Rental Agreement will have an option of renewal after the one (1) year term, subject to the approval of the Council of the (First Nation).

2. The Rentee shall pay unto the Council of the (First Nation) for the term of the said Rental Agreement period, $000 payable in advance and each and every month of the said Rental Agreement.  THE RENTAL PAYMENT WILL NOW BE PRORATED, and is always due on the 1st of each month.  If the rentee is utilizing social assistance throughout any period of the rental agreement, it is a requirement that the rentee sign an agreement with the Social Services Department authorizing them to pay the rentee’s rent directly to the (First Nation).  

All new tenants will be expected to pay the first month's rent plus a security deposit equaling the total of one month's rent.  This money is due and payable upon sign of this Agreement.

3. That the Rentee shall, at all times hereafter, indemnify and hold harmless the Council of (First Nation) against all actions, claims and demands that may be brought or made against the Council of (First Nation) by reason of any act of omission by the Rentee in the exercise or purposed exercise of the rights hereby granted.

4. That the Rentee shall at his own expense and to the satisfaction of the Council of (First Nation):

a. Provide all fuel for heating and electrical power required to operate heating system and any equipment, lights, etc. 

b. Maintain all plumbing, lighting and heating equipment and fixtures in a good proper state of repair--within the said area(s).

c. Comply with all Federal, Provincial and (First Nation) health regulations, with respect to water supply, sewage disposal and sanitation.

d. Be responsible for the cost to repair all damages incurred while being the present tenant.

e. Maintain unit in a clean and healthy manner.

f. Be responsible for the cost of repair for damages to the unit caused by pets being allowed in the unit. Damages include the cost of extermination and cleanup for flea infestations.

g. As a (First Nation) First Nation tenant, you will be permitted to keep only one pet that is to be kept tied or in unit. Pit Bull, Rottweiler, Dog/Wolf crossbreeds, villainous dogs are banned from this community.

h. There are to be no loud noises after 12:00 a.m. on any given day.

i. There are to be no unused (scrap) vehicles kept in the said area(s).

j. The Rentee shall provide the First Nation with the number of persons who plan to reside in the dwelling other than those listed on the application and permit to reside on the reserve.

k. There shall be NO SUBLETTING of First Nation rental units allowed.

l. A minimum of 30 days of termination of a lease must be given by the Rentee to the First Nation.  During this period an inspection of the premises shall be conducted by the Housing Coordinator or designated person after a 24 hour notice of inspection has been given to the Rentee.

5. The (First Nation) shall, during the said term:

a. Take out and maintain tenants public liability insurance whereby the Council of (First Nation) are indemnified against all legal liability incurred in respect of the death or injury to persons or the loss of or damage to property caused or attributable to the possession, use or occupation of the land, with loss payable to and the Council of (First Nation) as their respective interest may appear; and

b. Take out and maintain fire insurance, whereby the Council of the (First Nation) are indemnified against loss by fire or other insurable causes, of goods stored by (First Nation) First Nation in the said area(s) and the cost of needed clean-up and removal of debris from the said area(s), as a result of such causes, with the insurance proceeds payable to the Council of (First Nation).

Note: The Rentee is responsible for insuring personal contents as the First Nation will not cover those losses.

6. That the snow removal and cutting of the lawn is the responsibility of the Rentee.

7. That the Council of (First Nation), or its representatives, reserves the right to enter said premises or areas as they deem necessary and to inspect the units with 24 hours notice to the Rentee.

8. The Rentee may, upon written consent of the Council of (First Nation), at his own expense, make any alterations to said building(s) or land(s), wiring or appurtenances, provided that such alterations do not reduce the value of the said building(s) or land(s).

9. The Council of (First Nation) will review the terms and conditions of the lease on a yearly basis and may raise rents.

10. If the Rentee shall, at any time during the term hereof:

a. File a petition in bankruptcy or make an assignment for the benefit of creditors;

b. Be adjudicated a bankrupt or insolvent;

c. File a petition or institute any proceedings under any bankruptcy or insolvency act seeking to effect reorganization or a composition;

d. Fail to pay the fee (rent or security deposit) reserved hereunder within thirty (30) days after being payable, whether formally demanded or not;

e. Be subject to the appointment or a receiver or trustee who is not discharged within sixty (60) days from date of such appointment;

f. Fail to observe, perform or comply with any terms, conditions or stipulations herein contained;

It shall be lawful for the Council of (First Nation), without notice, to declare the term ended and this Rental Agreement terminated and thereupon these presents and everything herein contained and the term shall absolutely cease, determine and be void without re-entry or any other act or any suit or legal proceedings to be brought or taken, provided the Council of (First Nation) shall nevertheless be entitled to recover from the Rentee the fees then accrued, or accruing, and moreover that any right of action by the Council of (First Nation)  against the Rentee is respect of any antecedent breach of any of the covenants, provisos, stipulations or conditions contained in this Rental Agreement shall not be thereby prejudiced.

11. The Council of (First Nation) does not assume responsibility for personal belongings left in the unit when the Rentee vacates the said premises.
